Homework


Students will have approximately 45 minutes of homework each night.  All written homework should be signed as well as the Homework tablet.  I will sometimes write notes home in this tablet.  Written homework is usually not given on Fridays.  

Behavior Chart 


Our behavior chart is a color-coded chart that has consequences for each time a student flips a card.  Each child is given a pocket with 4 cards in it.  Every child starts with a green card every week and then flips to the next card with each negative behavior.  The color code is as follows:
Green = Good behavior

Blue= Morning recess is lost

Yellow = Lunch recess is lost

Red = 1 Demerit, Check on card and lunch recess lost

Checks on Conduct Cards and Demerits are records of behavior that is disruptive.  They can also be given for major infractions (ex. Fighting).  Anytime that a child misbehaves or becomes disruptive that student will receive a check.  This keeps the lines of communication between home and school open.
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On the same hand, positive behavior is also recognized.  The children will be rewarded in school for their good behavior and for completing homework assignments.  I also have an incentive where children earn prizes individually and as a class.  

Conduct Cards


Conduct cards are index cards that will be sent home to you every week so that you can see how your child is doing in school with their behavior and responsibilities.  This will tell you if your son or daughter had to flip any cards for the week, missed any homework assignments, or had any checks or demerits for behavior.  Five checks on a student’s card will result in an after school detention on the next day.
Tissues/Baby Wipes etc.

It would be greatly appreciated if each child would bring in at least one box of tissues and baby/Clorox wipes for the classroom.

Student Absence


If your child is absent from school, it is a necessity for a note to be sent in on the day that he/she returns.  The note should explain the reason for the absence and the date(s).  If your child is absent for more than 3 consecutive days, a doctor’s note is required.  If your child needs to leave school early for any reason or leave for a temporary time (Doctor’s appointment), please send a note.   Students will be able to receive the work that is missed upon his/her return.  (Don’t forget to call the Absentee Hotline.)  Absentee Hotline (215) 482-8503
